A Resolution authorizing the County Executive to execute a best practical source lease 7 

agreement, subject to the approval of the Board of Control, with John R. Kingan, or his 8 

successor in interest, for 30 parking spaces located at 78 and 84 North Howard Street, 9 

Akron, Ohio 44308 (Parcel No. 6846493), in Council District 4, for rent in an amount not to 10 

exceed $5.00 per space, or $150.00 per month, for an annual rent not to exceed $1,800.00, 11 

for a one-year term, from 12/1/10 through 11/30/11, with four options to renew for an 12 

additional one-year term, for the Executive’s Department of Job and Family Services, and 13 

declaring an emergency. 14

 WHEREAS, this Council previously approved Resolution No. 2010-405, which 16 

authorized the County Executive to execute a Cooperative Agreement and other agreements and 17 

documents contemplated by and/or set forth in the Cooperative Agreement for the Austen 18 

BioInnovation Institute in Akron (“ABIA”) Renovation Project; and 19

 WHEREAS, the ABIA’s headquarters will be located in one-half of Building 1, located 21 

at 47 North Main Street, Akron, Ohio 44308, which is currently used the Executive’s 22 

Department of Job and Family Services (“DJFS”); and 23

 WHEREAS, because ABIA will use parking spaces at Building 1, it is necessary for the 25 

County to lease nearby parking spaces for use by DJFS employees; and 26

 WHEREAS, the County wishes to execute best practical source lease agreement, subject 28 

to the approval of the Board of Control, with John R. Kingan, or his successor in interest, for 30 29 

parking spaces located at 78 and 84 North Howard Street, Akron, Ohio 44308 (Parcel No. 30 

6846493), in Council District 4, for rent in an amount not to exceed $5.00 per space, or $150.00 31 

per month, for an annual rent not to exceed $1,800.00, for a one-year term, from 12/1/10 through 32 

11/30/11, with four options to renew for an additional one-year term; and 33

 WHEREAS, this Council has determined by reviewing all pertinent information that it is 35 

necessary and in the best interest of the County of Summit to authorize the Executive to execute 36 

the aforementioned best practical source lease agreement, subject to the approval of the Board of 37 

Control, with Akron First Church of Christ, Scientist;  38

 The County Executive is hereby authorized to execute a best practical source lease 45 

agreement, subject to the approval of the Board of Control, with John R. Kingan, or his successor 46 

in interest, for 30 parking spaces located at 78 and 84 North Howard Street, Akron, Ohio 44308 47 

(Parcel No. 6846493), in Council District 4, for rent in an amount not to exceed $5.00 per space, 48 

or $150.00 per month, for an annual rent not to exceed $1,800.00, for a one-year term, from 49 

12/1/10 through 11/30/11, with four options to renew for an additional one-year term. 50
