A Resolution confirming the award by the Board of Control of Change Order No. 3 to a 7 
professional service contract with Visual Edge, Inc. dba Graphic Enterprises Office 8 
Solutions for maintenance, service, parts, equipment, and related supplies for all 9 
Department of Job and Family Services copy machines and eCopy scanner units, for the 10 
period 11/1/21 through 10/31/23, in an amount not to exceed $15,000.00, (for a cumulative 11 
increase of 227.68%), for a total amount not to exceed $65,000.00, for the Executive's 12 
Department of Job and Family Services, and declaring an emergency. 13

WHEREAS, this agreement was authorized by the Board of Control at its meeting on 15 

November 3, 2021, which authorized the Executive to execute a professional service contract 16 
with Visual Edge, Inc. dba Graphic Enterprises Office Solutions for maintenance, service, parts, 17 
equipment, and related supplies for all the Executive’s Department of Job and Family Services 18 
(“DJFS”) copy machines and eCopy scanner units; and 19

WHEREAS, subsequently, the Board of Control approved Change Order No. 1 and 21 

Change Order No. 2 under Board of Control Directives 158-23 and 243-23, respectively; and 22

WHEREAS, this change order is necessary to meet company delayed equipment billing 24 
costs and to extend services by two months, and the extension will allow DJFS time to establish 25 
a lease with the county for equipment upgrades prior to entering a new service agreement with 26 
the company; and 27

WHEREAS, this provider has a history of contract compliance with DJFS; and 29

WHEREAS, the Board of Control at its meeting held on September 6, 2023, awarded 31 

Change Order No. 3 to a professional service contract with Visual Edge, Inc. dba Graphic 32 
Enterprises Office Solutions for maintenance, service, parts, equipment, and related supplies for 33 
all DJFS copy machines and eCopy scanner units, for the period 11/1/21 through 10/31/23, in an 34 
amount not to exceed $15,000.00, (for a cumulative increase of 227.68%), for a total amount not 35 
to exceed $65,000.00; and 36

WHEREAS, this Council finds and determines, after reviewing all pertinent information, 38 

that Change Order No. 3 to the aforementioned professional service contract with Visual Edge, 39 
Inc. dba Graphic Enterprises Office Solutions is necessary and in the best interest of the County 40
